Care and maintenance
Looking after your appliance

General

Important: Always unplug the appliance
from the power socket during cleaning

and maintenance.

* Never use any sharp instruments or abrasive
substances, soap, household cleaner, detergent
or wax polish for cleaning.

» Use luke warm water to clean the cabinet of the
appliance and wipe it dry.

* Never clean the appliance with flammable fluids.
It could cause damage and a fire hazard.

* Clean the exterior of the appliance and door seal
with a damp cloth and dry it through.

* Avoid water going into the temperature control box.
Clean with a dry cloth only.

* Clean the condenser (located at the back of the
appliance) with a vacuum cleaner. It is suggested
to remove the dust every year.

*Shelves are all removable for cleaning purpose.

* Dusts behind the refrigerator and on the ground
shall be timly cleaned to improve the cooling
effect and energy saving.

* The interior of the refrigerator should be cleaned
regularly to avoid odor.

* Check the door gasket regularly to make sure
there are no debris.

* Please turn off the power before cleaning,
remove all food, shelves, drawers, etc.

* Clean the door gasket with mild soap and water.

* Use a soft coth or sponge to clean the inside of the
refrigerator,with two tablespoons of baking soda
and a quart of warm water. Then rinse with water
and wipe clean, and open the door and dry it
naturally before the power is turned on.

* For areas that are difficult to clean in the
refrigerator (such as narrow sandwiches, gaps
or corners),it is recommended to wipe them
regularly with a soft rag soft bush,etc. and when
necessary, combined with some auxiliary tools
(such as thin sticks) to ensure no contaminant
accumulation in thse areas.

* Do not use soap, detergent, scrub powder, spray
cleaner, etc., as these may cause odors in
theinterior of the refrigerator.

* Clean the bottle fram, shelves and drawers with
a mild detergent and dry with a soft cloth.

* Wipe the outer surface of the refrigerator with a
soft cloth dampend with soapy water,detergent,
etc., and then wipe dry.

24 hours, itis advised to empty the freezer
compartment and temporarily store the food
ina portable freezer or using artificial ice packs.
Try to stay cold for as long as possible.
