Instructions for Use

Before First Use

Wash all of the attachments in warm, soapy water, then rinse and dry thoroughly.
Wipe the Blend and Chop main unit with a soft, damp cloth and allow to
dry thoroughly.

NOTE: When using the Blend and Chop for the first time, a
slight odour may be emitted. This is normal and will soon
subside. Allow for sufficient ventilation around the Blend
and Chop.
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Assembling the 2 in 1 Blend and Chop

All attachments must be securely fitted before use; do not attempt to remove
aftachments until the blades have stopped moving.

STEP 1: Check that the Blend and Chop main unit is switched off and unplugged
from the mains power supply.

STEP 2: Position the Blend and Chop main unit onto a flat, stable surface, at a
height that is comfortable for the user. Check that the rubber feet are firmly
planted so that the Blend and Chop does not wobble during use.

STEP 3: Select the attachments as desired.

Assembling the Chopper

STEP 1: Place the 1.2 litre jug onto a flat, stable surface at a height that is
comfortable for the user.
