Individual images are printed reduced, in only one layout position

® Change the [Page Layout] setting (& ). When a layout in [Page Layout] other than [1-
up] is selected, individual images are printed in one layout position per sheet if you print
from a camera or other device that can only send one image at a time.

Printing takes too long
