* Insert one end of the plant guard into the channel on the side of the motor housing,
making sure it is secured in place. Apply outward pressure to the other side and insert it
into the opposite channel.

Fitting the safety guard

This trimmer features a bump line feed. In order to advance the cutting line, firmly tap
the bump cap on the trimmer head while the trimmer is running. This will automatically
advance a new length of trimmer line and trim the line to the correct length. A firm but
gentle motion should be used when tapping the bump cap on the lawn. This advancing
process may be repeated as often as necessary. Never try to advance the line on a hard

surface. If the unit fails to advance, stop and unplug the trimmer, clean the bump cap both
inside and out.

NOTE: Regularly check the cutting line for damage and whether the lines still have the
correct length defined by the line cutting blade.

WARNING!

The excess line that is cut off has a chance of hitting the user or other objects. Keep hands
and feet well away.this is removed before first use.

* Ensure the protective covering is removed from the line cutting blade protection before
use. Ensure you wear gloves when removing this covering.

* Hold the grass trimmer firmly, keeping your balance with feet slightly apart.
* Hold the trimmer head just above the ground at an angle of approximately 30°.
* Move the product slowly from side to side in a swinging motion.

» Ensure the trimmer head remains clean and free from debris that may cause it to jam.

+ Always fit the guard before using the product.
* When cutting longer or high grass, cut this down in 2 to 3 stages.

* DO NOT cut long grass in one cut, as this will damage your grass trimmer, and make
your warranty invalid.
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Operation

* For best results, do not cut wet grass because it tends to stick to the trimmer head and
guard, prevents proper discharge of grass trimmings, and could cause you to slip and fall.

* Do not allow the spool cover to drag on the ground or other surfaces.

* Pay special attention when performing the work close to trees and bushes. The cutting
line could damage sensitive bark, and damage fence posts.

* Regularly remove clippings and dirt from around the spool and guard. Ensure the product
is switched off.

. dDo not move the product too fast as this will result in ineffective cutting and possible
amage.

+ Carefully manoeuvre the product around obtjects, such as trees and bushes, ensurin? it
does not come into contact with them. Use the plant guard to ensure that the cutting line
does not come into contact with sensitive plants.

Winding the line

NOTE: Self-winding is not recommended. If the line is not wound properly it can cause
the trimmer feed system to malfunction. For this reason, users are strongly urged to
purchase the pre-wound spool.

Should you wish to wind the line yourself, the instructions are provided below:

» Cut 2 cutting lines with the same length for winding, approximately 3 m long for each.
Use only 1.2 mm diameter monofilament line.

* Insert the cutting lines into each of the two anchor holes. One anchor hole is in the
inside upper section of the spool as shown, and the other is in the opposite lower
section of the spool.

* Wind the lines following the directional arrow on the spool housing and hook the two
ends into the side grooves. Make sure to wind the line on neatly and in layers. Do not
Criss-cross.

Storage

« Store the product and its accessories in a dry, frost-free place.

» Always store the product in a place that is inaccessible to children. The ideal storage
temperature is between 10°C and 30°C.

Transportation

» Switch the product off and disconnect the plug before transporting it anywhere.

* Protect the product against scratching and secure it to avoid damage from impact.
