¢ Use only the voltage specified on the rating plate of the appliance.

Do not connect the appliance to the mains voltage until completely
assembled and adjusted.

o This appliance can be used by children aged 8 years and above
and persons with reduced physical, sensory, or mental
capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have
been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the
appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved.

e Attach the front section of the base to the rear section. See fig 1.

¢ Remove the plastic nut from the bottom of the fan. Fig.2

o Pass the power cord through the flute, then insert the fan body onto the base.
¢ Reattach the plastic nut to secure the base to the fan body. Fig 3.

‘AAA’ 1.5V batteries

Before using your fan.

Make sure you have read and fully Understood the safety instructions before operating the fan

e Choose a safe, horizontal, stable surface to place your desk fan and position the power
cord so not to create a trip hazard.
e Plug the power cord into a suitable power socket.
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Using your fan

ON/OFF — Press this button to switch the fan on, press again to switch the fan off.

OSC - press this button to activate the fan to move side to side. Select the button again to
deactivate this setting.

SPEED - press the button to cycle through the 3 speeds. LOW / MIDDLE / HIGH

MODE - Press this button to select one of the 3 different wind settings. NORMAL /
NATURE / SLEEP.

When the fan is on, press the “TIMER” key to time the fan to shut
down after 0.5-7.5 hours. In stand-by mode, you can pre-set the fan to start in
0.5-7.5 hours.

Pattern of sleep mode
Air flow in HIGH setting: High (30 mins) -> Middle (30 mins) -> Low (continue)
Air flow in MIDDLE setting: Middle (30 mins) -> Low (continue)

Air flow in LOW setting: Low (continue)
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Care and Maintenance.

The fan requires little maintenance and contains no serviceable parts. Do not attempt to dismantle
the fan motor body yourself. The fan is permanently lubricated and will not require additional

lubrication.

¢ Always turn off and unplug the fan from the mains supply before cleaning.
e Use only a soft slightly damp cloth followed by a dry cloth, to gently wipe the outer

surfaces on the fan to clean.

¢ Do not try to remove the fan grill. To clean between the bars, it is recommended using a
vacuum cleaner or compressed air to gently remove the dust.

Storage.

e When not in use, clean the fan before storing away in the original or similar sized box.
o Store the fan in a safe, clean, and dry place, away from direct sunlight and out of reach of

children.
