MAINTENANCE

CLEAN SOAK

It is recommended to perform a clean soak every week or as needed. Ensure you empty and dry the water tank completely
after every use.

To perform a clean soak:

1. Activate LOCK MODE by holding down the power button for 8 seconds until the lights flash. This will temporarily disable all
fan functions to prevent the fan from accidentally turning on during maintenance.

2. Fill the water tank with 150ml of undiluted distilled white vinegar (5% acetic acid by volume) and let sit for 5-7 minutes. DO
NOT let the vinegar sit for more than 15 minutes.

. Carefully dump the vinegar out of the tank.

. Refill the tank with clean tap or filtered water.

. Ensure the water tank and misting cap are fully sealed, then shake the unit for 10 seconds.
. Carefully dump the water out of the tank.

. Repeat steps 4, 5 and 6 once more to thoroughly rinse the water tank.
