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OPERATING PRINCIPALS

The Hoverboard uses digital electronic gyroscopes and acceleration
sensors to control balance and motion, depending on the user's center
of gravity. The Hoverboard also uses a control system to drive the
motors that are located within the wheels. The Hoverboard has a
built-in inertia dynamic stabilization system that can help assist with
balance when moving forward and backwards, but not while turning.

TIP — To increase your stability, you must shift your weight in order to
overcome the centrifugal force during turns, especially when
entering a turn at higher speeds.

When you are ready, shift your weight to the
foot already placed on the Hoverboard and step on with your second
foot quickly and evenly (as described in the diagram below).

Stay relaxed and step on quickly, confidently
and evenly. Imagine climbing stairs, one
foot, then the other. Look up once your feet

are even. The Hoverboard may vibrate or
spin in one direction, if weight and pressure
are applied to only one foot mat. THIS IS
NORMAL.

Find your center of gravity. If your weight is distributed correctly on the
foot mats and your center of gravity is level, you should be able to
stand on your Hoverboard just as if you were standing on the ground.

\_ 2 -
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On average, it fakes 3-5 minutes just fo get comfortable standing on
your Hoverboard and maintaining proper balance. Having a
spotter will help you feel more secure. The Hoverboard is an
incredibly intuifive device; it senses even the slightest bit of motion,
so having any anxiety or reservation about stepping on may cause
you to panic and trigger unwanted movement.

When you first begin using your Hoverboard, the fastest way fo move in
your desired direction is to focus in that direction. You will nofice that just
thinking about which way you would like to go will shift your center of
gravity, and that subtle movement will propel you in that direction.

Your center of gravity determines which direction you move,
accelerate, decelerate, and come to a complete stop. As
described in the diagram below, tilt your center of gravity in the
direction you wish to move.

To turn, focus on the direction you wish to furn and stay relaxed.

/A WARNING

Do not turn sharply or at high speeds fo

avoid danger. Do not turn or ride quickly
along slopes, as it may cause injury.

As you get comfortable on the Hoverboard, you will notice it
becomes easier to maneuver. Remember at higher speeds, it is
necessary to shift your weight to overcome the centrifugal force.

Bend your knees if you encounter bumps or uneven surfaces, then
dismount and carry your Hoverboard fo a safe operating surface.
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Try staying relaxed and focus on finding

your center of gravity to maintain full
control of your Hoverboard.

Dismounting your Hoverboard can be one of the easiest steps, yet
when done incorrectly, may cause you to fall. To properly dismount,
from a stopped position, liff one leg up and set your foot back down
on the ground (STEPPING BACK). Then step off completely as
described in the following diagram.

OPERATING RANGE

The Hoverboard can travel a distance up to 6 miles on a fully charged
battery in ideal conditions. The following are some of the major factors
that will affect the operating range of your Hoverboard.

« Terain: Riding distance is highest when riding on a smooth, flat surface.
Riding uphill and/or on rough terain will reduce distance significantly.

* Weight: A lighter user will have further range than a heavier user.

e Ambient temperature: Please ride and store the Hoverboard
under recommended temperatures, which will increase riding
distance, battery life, and overall performance of your Hoverboard.
 Speed and Riding Style: Maintaining a moderate and consistent
speed while riding produces maximum distance. Traveling at high
speeds for extended periods, frequent starts and stops, idling and
frequent acceleration or deceleration will decrease overall distance.

BALANCE & CALIBRATION

If your Hoverboard is unbalanced, vibrating, or not turning properly,
you can follow the below steps to calibrate it.

* First, place the Hoverboard on a flat, horizontal surface such as
the floor or a table. The foot mats should be even with each other
and not tilted forward or backward. Make sure the charger is not
plugged in and the board is turned off.

* Press and hold the ON/OFF button for a total of 15 seconds. The
scooter will turn on, lighting the battery indicator on the board.
 After the light flashes 5 times consecutively you may release the
ON/OFF button.

* Turn the board off and then turn the board back on. Calibration
will now be completed.
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SAFETY ALERTS

While riding your Hoverboard, if there is a system error or improper
operation performed, the Hoverboard will prompt the userin a
variety of ways.

You will notice the Running Indicator Light will turn RED and you will
hear a beep sound alerting you to take precaution and cease
operation, which may make the device stop suddenly.

The following are common occurrences where you will hear the Safety
Alerts. These nofices should not be ignored, but appropriate action
should be taken to comrect any ilegal operation, failure or errors.

¢ Unsafe riding surfaces (uneven, too steep, unsafe, etc.)

* When you step on the Hoverboard, if the platform is tilted more
than 10 degrees forward or backward.

* Battery voltage is foo low.
* The Hoverboard is still charging.

 During operation, the platform self initiates to tilt due to excess
speed.

e Overheating, or motor temperature is too high.

* The Hoverboard has been rocking back and forth for over 30
seconds.

e If the system enters protection mode, the alarm indicator will light
up and the board will vibrate. This typically occurs when the battery
is about to run out of power.

* If the platform is tilted forward or backward more than 10 degrees,
your Hoverboard will power off and stop suddenly, possibly causing
the rider to lose balance or fall off.

* If any or both tires are blocked, the Hoverboard will stop after 2
seconds.® When the battery level has depleted below protection
mode, the Hoverboard engine will power off and stop after 15
seconds.

* While sustaining a high discharge current during use (such as
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driving up a steep slope for a long period of time), the Hoverboard
engine will power off and stop after 15 seconds.

/A WARNING

When the Hoverboard tums off during a
Safety Alert, all operation systems will hallt.

Do not continue attempting to ride the
Hoverboard when the system initiates a
stop. Tumn your Hoverboard off and back
on to unlock it from a Safety Lock.

CHARGING THE Hoverboard
* Ensure that the charging port is clean and dry.

* Make sure that there is no dust, delboris or dirt inside the port.

* Plug the charger info a grounded wall outlet. The charging
indicator light ON THE CHARGER will be green.

* Connect the cable with the power supply (100V ~ 240V; 50/60 Hz).

* Align and connect the 3-pin charging cable into the charging
port of the Hoverboard. DO NOT FORCE THE CHARGER INTO THE
CHARGE PORT, AS THIS MAY CAUSE THE PRONGS TO BREAK OFF OR
PERMANENT DAMAGE TO THE CHARGE PORT.

* Once attached to the board, the charging indicator light ON THE
CHARGER should change to RED, indicating that your device is now
being charged.

* When the RED indicator light on your charger turns to GREEN, then
your Hoverboard is fully charged.

* A full charge may take up to 5 hours. While charging, you will see
a yellow flashing light on the scooter, which also indicates charging.
Do not charge for more than 6 hours.

e After fully charging your Hoverboard, unplug the charger from
your Hoverboard and from the power outlet.

BEFORE RIDING

Any scooter that does not work properly can cause you
fo lose contfrol and fall. Inspect the entire device
thoroughly before every ride, and do noft ride it until any
problems have been corrected.

HOVER-1 GO-KART OPERATION

It is important that you fully understand all elements of your Hover-1 Go-Kart. If these elements are not used
correctly, you will not have full control of your Hover-1 Go-Kart. Before you ride fast, or outside of a controlled
environment, learn the functions of the various mechanisms on your Hover-1 Go-Kart.

Practice using the elements of your Hover-1 Go-Kart atf slower speeds in a flat, open area before taking the
Hover-1 Go-Kart to unfamiliar areas.

Do not ride a Hover-1 Go-Kart with a part that is
damaged; replace the damaged part before riding.



PRE-RIDE HOVER-1 GO-KART CHECKLIST

Ensure that your Hover-1 Go-Kart and scooter are in proper working order each and every time you ride. If a
part of the Hover-1 Go-Kart does not function correctly, please contact our Customer Support Center.

¢ Ensure the battery of your scooter is fully charged before riding your Hover-1 Go-Kart.
¢ Ensure that the screws on the Hover-1 Go-Kart are tightly secured before each ride.
¢ Check to ensure the tires of your scooter are not worn.

¢ Check to ensure all connections are maintained on your scooter.



SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

The first rule in safe riding is to use common sense. A Hover-1 Go-Kart is vulnerable; it cannot protect you in a
crash, against impact, or loss of control the way driving a car can. A Hover-1 Go-Kart can tip over sideways
or pitch you over the front wheel. It moves faster than a typical scooter. It does not have bumpers or airbags
as a car does. This section is a guide of safe riding practices for operation. Make sure you are using your
Hover-1 Go-Kart properly.

Different localities and countries have different laws governing riding on public roads, and you should check
with local officials to ensure you are complying with these laws.

Hover-1 is not liable for fickets or violations given to riders who do noft follow these regulations.

 For your safety, always wear a helmet that meets CPSC or CE safety standards. In the event of an accident,
a helmet can protect you from serious injury and in some cases, even death.

* Obey all local laws, stop signs, pedestrian crosswalks, etc.

* If riding with friends and multiple Hover-1 Go-Karts, ride single file in a straight line.

* Have a satisfactory signaling device (bell, horn, etc.) to warn drivers and pedestrians of your approach.
* Ride defensively; expect the unexpected.

* Give pedestrians the right-of-way.

* Do not ride too close to pedestrians and alert them if you intend to pass them from behind.



 Slow down at all street intersections and look to the left and right before crossing.
*Obey dall traffic signals.

* Always use proper hand signals for turning and stopping. Give signals 100ff before stopping or tfurning and
always return both hands to the handle bars before stopping or turning.

* Waftch for cars pulling out into traffic and for the sudden opening of car doors.
* Avoid potholes, drainage grates or other hazards.

* Be careful when riding on soff road edges, gravel, sand and uneven surfaces. Ride slowly and avoid quick
turns when riding on these surfaces.

¢ Never hitch onto other vehicles.
* Do not “stunt” ride or race in traffic.
* Do not weave in and out of traffic or swerve from side to side.

¢ A crash can put extraordinary stress on Hover-1 Go-Kart components, possibly causing them to fatigue
prematurely. Components suffering from stress fatigue can fail suddenly, causing loss of confrol or serious

injury.
CAUTION: RIDING IN WET WEATHER
Brakes do not work as well under wet conditions as they do when dry. It is recommended that you do not ride

your Hover-1 Go-Kart in wet weather, as there are electronic components of scooter that may be damaged
if exposed to water.



1. This product is strictly forbidden to use on roads and highways, unless your local laws state otherwise. You
must wear a safety helmet, knee and elbow pads and other necessary protective gear when riding your
Hover-1 Go-Kart.

2. Due to the particularity of the product, the assembly pieces are to be checked before every ride to avoid
an accident while riding.

3. Do not make a sharp turns as you may drift and overturn the Hover-1 Go-Kart which can result in injury to
yourself and/or damage the unit.

4. Do not operate near swimming pools or other bodies of water.

RIDING YOUR HOVER-1 GO-KART

Ensure your Hover-1 Go-Kart is fully assembled and correctly installed onto your scooter with all straps and
screws secured in place. Ensure your scooter is properly maintained as well. Failure to do so may result in
serious bodily harm or death and damage to the unit.

After reviewing the pre-ride checklist, follow the steps below to begin riding your Hover-1 Go-Kart.

1. Turn on your scoofter.

2. Sit comfortably in the Hover-1 Go-Kart seat.

2. Place your feet onto the foot rests.

3. Firmly grip both handle bars and slowly push them downward simultaneously to move forward.

4. When riding, slowly pull both handle bars upwards simultaneously to brake.

5. To reverse, slowly pull both handle bars upwards simultaneously.

6. To turn left, push the right handle bar down while holding the left handle bar in neutral position.

7. To turn right, push the left handle bar down while holding the right handle bar in neutral position.
