For vacuuming dust and solid materials in narrow spaces, use

vacuuming sucker 1.

Once the dust or water has reached the maximum capacity level,

empty the dust cup.

Try to not tilt the appliance upwards so as to avoid spilling the water.

Always empty the dust cup and dry the filter after each use.
