« Do not pour water directly over your appliance. Tall Retro Fr'dge
« You can wipe the inner and outer sides with a soft cloth or a sponge using warm soapy water.
« Remove parts individually and clean by hand with soapy water. Do not place in dishwashers.
« Never use flammable, explosive or corrosive material for cleaning your appliance

« You should clean the condenser periodically to keep your appliance running efficiently. Make
sure your appliance is unplugged before cleaning.

« Dusts behind the refrigerator and on the ground shall be timely cleaned to improve the
cooling effect and energy saving.

« Use a soft cloth or sponge to clean the inside of the refrigerator, with two tablespoons of
baking soda and a quart of warm water. Then rinse with water and wipe clean, and open the
door and dry it naturally before the power is turned on.

« For areas that are difficult to clean in the refrigerator (such as narrow sandwiches, gaps or
corners), it is recommended to wipe them regularly with a soft rag, soft brush, etc. and when
necessary, combined with some auxiliary tools (such as thin sticks) to ensure no contaminant
accumulation in these areas.

Arranging food in your Fridge Freezer

Fridge compartment

» To reduce humidity and consequent increase of frost, never place liquids in unsealed
containers in the refrigerator. Frost tends to concentrate in the coldest parts of the
evaporator and in time will require more frequent defrosting.

» Never place warm food in the refrigerator. Warm food should be allowed to cool at
room temperature and should be arranged to ensure adequate air circulation in the

refrigerator compartment.

» Nothing should touch the back wall as it will cause frost and the packages can stick on
the back wall. Do not open the refrigerator door too frequently.

«» Arrange the meat and cleaned fish (wrapped in packages or sheets of plastic) which you
will use in 1-2 days,in the bottom section of the refrigerator compartment (that is above
the vegetable holder) as this is the coldest section and will ensure the best storing

conditions.

« You can place fruit and vegetables unwrapped in the vegetable holder.

Freezer compartment

» When freezing fresh food ensure it is wrapped securely.
» Once the unit has been defrosted replace the foods into the freezer and follow the

manufacturers guidelines.

» Never place warm food in the freezer compartment.

« For storing frozen foods;the instructions shown on frozen food packages should always
be followed carefully and if no information is provided food should not be stored for
more than 3 months from the purchased date.

« When buying frozen foods ensure that these have been frozen at suitable temperatures

and that the packing is intact..

« Frozen foods should be transported in appropriate containers to maintain the quality of
the food and should be returned to the freezer compartment in the shortest possible

time.

» The storage life of frozen foods depends on the room temperature, thermostat setting,
how often the door is opened, the type of food and the length of time required to
transport the product from the shop to your home. Always follow the instructions printed
on the package and never exceed the maximum storage life indicated.

During power cuts, please do not open the door of the deep freeze compartment. Your freezer will
preserve your frozen food in the ambient temperature of 25 C for about 12 hours. This preservation time
period decreases the higher the ambient temperatures are.

Before starting to use your fridge, you should pay
attention to the following points:

. Operating voltage for your fridge is 220-240V
at 50Hz.

. We do not take the responsibility of the
damages that occur due to ungrounded usage.

. Do not place your appliance in direct sunlight.
. Your appliance should be at least 50 cm away

from stoves, Gas ovens and heaters, and should be at
least 5 cm away from electrical ovens.

. Your fridge should never be used outdoors or
left out in the rain.
. When your fridge is placed next to a deep

freezer, there should be at least 2 cm between them
to prevent humidity on the outer surface.

. Do not place anything on your fridge, and
install your fridge in a suitable place so that there is at
least 15cm clearance at the top

. The adjustable front levelling feet should
stabilise in an appropriate height to allow your fridge to
operate in a stable and proper way. You can adjust the
legs by turning them clockwise (or in the opposite
direction). This should be done before placing food in
the fridge

. Before using your fridge, wipe all parts with
warm water , and then rinse and dry. Place all parts
back in the appliance after cleaning.

. Install the distance adjustment plastic (the part
with black vanes at the rear) by turning it 90° to
prevent the condenser from touching the wall.

. Refrigerators should be placed against a

wall with a free distance of at least 75mm

Each appliance has a climate class (shown on

the rating label) where it indicates the temperature
range of the appliance operation in place. The
appliance may not work properly it is left for a long
period at a temperature outside the specified range.

Unpacking

. Please make sure that when unpacking your
appliance that it is carried out in a safe manner
Ensure the packaging is disposed off in accordance
to local regulation

. Do not allow children to play with the
packaging material, e.g. plastic bags and wrappings.
Danger of suffocation.

Levelling feet

. The appliance must be installed level in
order to work properly. If the unit is not level, the
doors and magnetic seal alignments will not be
covered properly.

. To level the unit, adjust one or both
levelling feet at the base of the unit.

Attaching the handle

Handle pieces are shown and numbered on Page 12.
of this instruction manual.

Before assembly, please remove the two screws which
have on door, and then follow below step.

. Fix the two screws (Screw A) on the door.

. Put the metal handle (2) into the two fixed screws,
match the two holes on the handle.

. Fasten the lower two screws (Screw B) on the handle
lower.

Each appliance has a climate class (shown onthe rating plate) that indicates the operating
temperature range of the appliance.

extended temperate: ‘this refrigerating appliance is
intended to be used at ambient temperatures
ranging from 10 °C to 32 °C (from 50°F to 90°F )’;

temperate: ‘this refrigerating appliance is intended to be used at ambient temperatures ranging from

16 °Cto 32 °C (from 61°F to 90°F )’;

subtropical: ‘this refrigerating appliance is intended to be used at ambient temperatures ranging from

16 °C to 38 °C (from 61°F to 100°F )’;

tropical: ‘this refrigerating appliance is intended to be used at ambient temperatures rang

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Bringing it all together

Electrical connection

Any electrical work that is required
to install this appliance MUST be
carried out by a qualified
electrician.

Warning: THIS APPLIANCE MUST BE
EARTHED

Before making any electrical connections,
ensure that:

Electrical safety is only guaranteed when the
earth system of your house in accordance
with the related local regulations.

Do not bend, stretch or pull the supply cable
to avoid electric shock.

Ensure the power socket is suitable for the
Maximum power of the machine (fuses in the
power circuit must be 13 amp).

Plug replacement (UK & Ireland only)

Should you need to replace the plug;the wires
in the power cable are coloured in the following
way:

Blue - Neutral ' N’
Brown - Live 'L

Green & Yellow - Earth 'E’

The green & yellow wire must be connected
to the terminal in the plug that is marked with
the letter E or by the earth symbol.

The blue wire must be connected to the terminal
that is marked with the letter N.

The blue wire must be connected to the terminal
that is marked with the letter L.

If power supply cord is damaged , it must
replaced by the manufacturer or its service
agent or a similar qualified person in order to
avoid a hazard.

The supply voltage should be the same as that

indicated in the technical specifications and
the appliance rating plate.

The appliance should be earthed and in
compliance with the applicable law.

When installed, the power socket must be
within easy reach.

If the socket outlets in your home are not
suitable for the plug supplied with this unit
check with a qualified electrician for
replacement.

To avoid the risk of overloading your plug
socket, the use of adapters, multiple
connectors or extension cables are not
recommended. The appliance must be
connected to a 220-240 volt 50Hz AC supply
by mean of a three pin socket, suitably
earthed and protected by a

13 amp fuse.

Should the fuse need to be replaced, a 13 amp

fuse approved to BS1362/A must be used.
The plug contains a removable fuse cover
that must be refitted when the fuse is
replaced. If the fuse cover is lost or damaged,

the plug must not be used until a replacement

cover has been fitted or the plug is replaced.
A damaged plug should be cut off as close to
the plug body as possible, the fuse should be
removed and the plug disposed of safely.
