Refrigerator Compartment

your appliance will require more frequent
defrosting.

» For normal working conditions, it will be
sufficient to adjust the temperature setting of
your refrigerator to +4 °C.

e Never place warm food in the refrigerator.

» The taste of some spices found in cooked
dishes (anise, basilica, watercress, vinegar,
assorted spices, ginger, garlic, onion, mustard,
thyme, marjoram, black pepper, etc.) changes
and they assume a strong taste when they are
stored for a long period of time.

Looking after your appliance

Cleaning and Maintenance

Disconnect the unit from the power supply
before cleaning.

& Do not wash your appliance by pouring water
on it.

A Do not use abrasive products, detergents or

soaps for cleaning the appliance. After
washing, rinse with clean water and dry carefully.
\When you have finished cleaning, reconnect the
plug to the mains supply with dry hands.

Defrosting

Defrosting the Refrigerator Compartment

e Defrosting occurs automatically in the
refrigerator compartment during operation.
The water is collected by the evaporation tray
and evaporates automatically.

» The evaporation tray and the water drain
hole should be cleaned periodically with the
defrost drain plug to prevent the water from
collecting at the bottom of the refrigerator
instead of flowing out.

* You can also clean the drain hole by pouring
half a glass of water down it.

The Freezer Compartment

Frost accumulated in the freezer compartment
should be removed regularly (using the plastic
scraper provided). The freezer compartment
should be cleaned in the same way as the
refrigerator compartment, with the defrost
function, at least twice a year.

For this:

» The day before you defrost, set the
thermostat dial to position “5" to freeze food
completely.

» During defrosting, frozen food should be
wrapped in several layers of paper and
keptin a cool place. The inevitable rise in
temperature will shorten its storage life.
Remember to use this food within a relatively
short period of time.

» Set the thermostat knob to position “e"
and disconnect the appliance from the
mains. Leave the door open until the unit is
completely defrosted.

» To accelerate the defrosting process, place
one or more bowls of warm water in the
freezer compartment.

» Dry the inside of the unit carefully and set the
thermostat knob to the MAX position.

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Replacing the light bulb

A Important note: Unplug the unit from the
power supply before start the process.

1. Remove the screw on the light cover by screw
driver. (Fig.1)

2. Press the hooks on light cover. (Fig. 2)

3. Open the light cover towards arrow when top
hooks pull out from housing. (Fig. 3)

4. Pull out the cover towards arrow remove it.
(Fig. 4)

5. Turn the light bulb counter clockwise and
remove it. (Fig. 5)

6. Change the present light bulb with a new one
of not more than 15 W. (Fig. 5)

7. Implement the steps in reverse order.
8. After waiting 5 minutes, plug the unit.

Before Calling After-Sales Service

If you are experiencing a problem with your
refrigerator, please check the following before
contacing the after-sales service.

Your refrigerator does not operate

Check if:
» Your fridge is plugged in and switched on
e The fuse has blown
e Is the temperature adjustment right?

e The socket is faulty. To check this, plug
another working appliance into the same
socket.

Your refrigerator is performing poorly
Check if:

e The appliance is overloaded

e The doors are closed properly

e There is any dust on the condenser

e There is an adequate distance between the
appliance and surrounding walls

Your refrigerator is operating noisily
The following noises can be heard during normal
operation of the appliance.
Cracking (ice cracking) noise occurs:
» When the appliance is cooled or warmed
(due to expansion of appliance material).
Clicking noise occurs: When the thermostat
switches the compressor on/off.

Motor noise: Indicates the compressor is
operating normally. The compressor may
cause more noise for a short time when it is first
activated.

Bubbling noise and splashing occurs: Due to
the flow of the refrigerant in the tubes of the
system.

There is a build-up of humidity inside the fridge
Check if:

 All food is packed properly. Containers must
be dry before being placed in the fridge.
» The refrigerator door is opened frequently.

Humidity of the room will enter the
refrigerator each time the door is opened.

Humidity increases faster if the door is
opened frequently, especially if the humidity
of the room is high.

The door is not opening or closing properly
Check if:

» There is food or packaging preventing the
door from closing

» The door compartments, shelves and drawers
are placed properly

» The door gaskets are broken or torn

The edges of the fridge in contact with the door
joint are warm

Especially during summer (warm weather),
the surfaces in contact with the door joint
may become warmer during operation of the
compressor. This is normal.

Important Notes:

» Unplug your appliance during a power cut
to prevent damage to the compressor.
Once power is restored, delay plugging in
your appliance for 5 to 10 minutes. This will
help prevent damage to the appliance’s
components.

« If the appliance will not be used for a long
period of time (such as during holidays),
disconnect the plug. Defrost and clean the
refrigerator, leaving the door open to prevent
the formation of mildew and odour.

« If the problem persists after you have followed
all the instructions above, please consult the
nearest Authorised Service Centre.

Tips for Saving Energy

1. Install the appliance in a cool, well-ventilated
room, but not in direct sunlight and not near
a heat source (such as a radiator or oven)
otherwise an insulating plate should be used.

2. Allow warm food and drinks to cool before
placing them inside the appliance.

3. Place thawing food in the refrigerator
compartment. The low temperature of the
frozen food will help cool the refrigerator
compartment while the food is thawing. This will
save energy. Frozen food left to thaw outside of
the appliance will result in a waste of energy.

4. Drinks or other liquides should be covered
when inside the appliance. If left uncovered,
the humidity inside the appliance will increase,
therefore the appliance uses more energy.
Keeping drinks and other liquids covered helps
preserve their smell and taste.

5. Avoid keeping the doors open for long periods
and opening the doors too frequently as warm
air will enter the appliance and cause the
compressor to switch on unnecessarily often.

6. Keep the covers of the different temperature
compartments ( such as the crisper and chiller)
closed.

/. The door gasket must be clean and pliable.
Replace gaskets if worn.
