Fully unwind the cable, plug in and switch on. The microwave will emit
a single bleep and the display will show 0:00.

Press KITCHEN TIMER/CLOCK ® button twice, the hour digit will flash
and turn the FUNCTION knob until the correct hour is displayed.

Express microwave mode
