B SETTING THE TIME AND ADJUSTING
THE STOPWATCH HAND POSITION

* This watch is so designed that
1) time setting and
2) stopwatch hand position adjustment
are both made with the crown atf the second
click position. Once the crown is pulled out to
the second click, be sure to make the above
adjustments at the same fime.

1) Time setting

® Before setting the time, check that the
stopwatch measurement is stopped.

Second hand Minute hand
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1. Pullout the crown to the second click when the
second hand is at the 12 o’clock position.
The second hand will stop on the spot.

2. Turn the crown to set the hour and minute
hands.

3. Push the crown backin to the normal position
in accordance with a fime signal.

Notes:

1. Do not press any button when the crown is af
the second click position, as this willmove the
STOPWATCH hands.

2. When the time is set, the 24-hour hand move
correspondingly with the hour and minute
hands.

3. When setting the hour hand, check that the
24-hour hand is correctly set.

4. When setting the minute hand, first advance it
4 to 5 minutes ahead of the desired time and
then turn it back to the exact minute.

@ Before sefting the time, be sure to check
that the STOPWATCH hands are in the “0”
position when the stopwatch is reset. (To
reset the stopwatch, see the “STOPWATCH”
section.)

* If either of the STOPWATCH hands is not af
the "0" position, reset them, following the
procedure below.

e |t is necessary to adjust the date at the end
of February and 30-day months.

If it is necessary to set the date
during that period of time, first change the
time to any time outside of this period, set
the date, and then reset to the correct
time.

B STOPWATCH

¢ The stopwatch can measure up to 60 minutes
in one-second increments.

¢ The measured time is indicated by the
STOPWATCH hands that move independently
of the hour, minute and 24-hour hands.

* Before using the stopwatch, be sure to check
that the crown is set af the normal position
and that the STOPWATCH hands are reset to
the "0” position.

* If the STOPWATCH hands do not return to
the "0" position when the stopwatch is reset,
follow the procedure in the "STOPWATCH
HAND POSITION ADJUSTMENT" section.

H LUMIBRITE WATCH

< If your watch is a LORUS LUMIBRITE watch, it
has following features.

LORUS LUMIBRITE watches absorb and store
light energy from natural and artificial light
sources and emit light in the dark. They are
made of environmentally friendly material, and
therefore, are harmless to human beings and
the environment.

e With a full charge, LORUS LUMIBRITE watches
glow in the dark hours longer than conven-
fional luminous watches of this type. If ex-
posed to a light of more than 500 lux (i.e., the
brightness of a typical office) for approximate-
ly 10 minutes, or direct sunlight for 2 minutes,
they will glow for hours.

e Since LORUS LUMIBRITE watches emit the
light they store, the brightness will decrease
gradually over fime. The length of fime they
will glow may also differ slightly depending on
such factors as the brightness of and distance
from the light source used to charge the
watch.

H BATTERY CHANGE

The battery SEIKO SR920SW, which powers

your watch, should last approximately 2 years.

However, because it isinserted at the factory, the

actual life of the battery once in your possession

may be less than the specified period.

Be sure to replace the battery to prevent any

possible malfunction as soon as it runs down. To

replace the battery, we recommend taking the
watch to a local watch repair shop.

Note:

1. If the stopwatch is used for more than 2 hours
a day, the battery life may be less than the
specified period.

2. After the battery is replaced with a new
one, set the time/calendar and adjust the
stopwatch hand position.

@ Battery life indicator

* When the battery nears its end, the small
second hand moves at two-second intervals
instead of normal one-second intervals. In
that case, have the battery replaced with a
new one as soon as possible.

* The watch remains accurate, however, while
the small second hand is moving at two-
second intervals.

@ Necessary procedure after battery change

After the battery is replaced with a new one,
or in case any of the hands should move
improperly, follow the procedure below fo reset
the STOPWATCH hands to the “0” position.

1. Pull out the crown to the second click.
2. Press and hold Button A and B simultaneously
for 2 seconds or longer.
*  The STOPWATCH second hand turns counter
clockwise, and then returns to where it was.
3. Press Bufton A or B to reset the STOPWATCH
second and minute hands to the “0”
position.
Button A: The hands move counterclockwise.
Button B: The hands move clockwise.
4. Turn the crown to set the time.
5. Push the crown back in fo the normal
position.

* The STOPWATCH minute hand moves
correspondingly with the STOPWATCH
second hand.

*  The STOPWATCH hands move quickly if the
respective buttons are kept pressed.
