* The appliance performs best at a room temperature of 23 °C.

* Ahigh atmospheric temperature and a small room may both increase
drying time as well as energy consumption.

* Energy usage can be affected by the weight of the load. To make the
best use of your appliance, load the maximum amount of clothes for
the particular programme.

+ Do not load soaking wet clothes into the appliance. It will cause an
increasing of drying time and energy consumption. Make sure that
the clothes are spun thoroughly before loading.

« If the clothes are not spun at a high speed during washing, energy
consumption and drying times will increase. Large bed sheets or quilt
covers may not dry evenly due to uneven airflow should they become
rolled up.

Installation

Make sure the appliance is properly installed, grounded, and
adjusted by qualified service personnel according to the installation
instructions.

Never attempt to operate the appliance if it is damaged,
malfunctioning, partially disassembled, or has missing or broken
parts, including a damaged cord or plug.

This appliance should only be transported by two or more people
holding the appliance securely.
