4. Loosen the bulb and remove it from the lamp. 
5. Replace a new bulb with same voltage and wattage (3 x Max. 10W E14).

1. Assemble all components as shown on the diagram.Ensure the excess cable does not become trapped or 
    twisted when fixing tubes together. Then pull surplus cable through the base.
2. Remove the shade holding knob from the stem(diagram point 8), then attach the shade to the stem and secure
    in place with the holding knob(diagram point 11).
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3. Fit the bulb: Type and wattage as indicated on the fitting. The wattage indicated must not be exceeded.
