All Morphy Richards products are individually tested before
leaving the factory. In the unlikely event of any appliance
proving to be faulty within 28 days of purchase, it should
be returned to the place of purchase for it to be replaced.

If the fault develops after 28 days and within 12 months of
original purchase, you should contact the Helpline number
quoting Model number and Serial number on the product,
or write to Morphy Richards at the address shown.

You may be asked to return a copy of proof of purchase.

Subject to the exclusions set out below (see Exclusions),
the faulty appliance will then be repaired or replaced as
appropriate and dispatched usually within 7 working days
of receipt.

If, for any reason, this item is replaced or repaired during
the 1 year guarantee period, the guarantee on the new
item will be calculated from original purchase date.
Therefore it is vital to retain your original till receipt or
invoice to indicate the date of initial purchase.

To qualify for the 1 year guarantee, the appliance must
have been used according to the instructions supplied.
For example, crumb trays should have been emptied
regularly.

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Cleaning your kettle

¢ WARNING: Always disconnect the plug from

the mains and allow your kettle to cool before
cleaning.

¢ Wipe the outside with a damp cloth.

e IMPORTANT: Do not use abrasive cleaners on

the outside of the kettle which may scratch
the surface.

IMPORTANT: As this appliance is fitted with a
concealed element it must be descaled regularly.
The frequency of descaling depends on usage
and the hardness of the water in your area.

Excessive scale can cause the appliance to
switch off before boiling and may damage the
element invalidating the warranty.

It is essential that regular descaling takes place.
We recommend descaling your kettle every two
months.

Remove hard scale using a proprietary descaling
product suitable for stainless steel, glass or
plastic.

IMPORTANT: Ensure that the electrical
connections are completely dry before using
the appliance.
